In 1726 a four-year old, Marie Jardelat, dau. of Allin Jardelat and
Marie Guerique, was buried in New Orleans and an 8-month old, Nicolas Jardelat, son of Allin & Marie,
was buried in 1731 in New Orleans.  An Allain Jardelas is listed as one of the Louisiana Troops,
discharged Oct. 1, 1750. He would have been about 50. Pierre's burial record lists his father as Pedro
Jardelat and notes that Pierre is a native of New Orleans. Alain would have been the right age to be
Pierre's father; he had children around the time Pierre was born in 1733; he was married to a Marie
Guerique and Pierre's father was married to a Marie Querique/Querlque. Allain was in the military.
Pierre was in the military at Arkansas Post. These facts lead me to believe that Alain, from the census,
Allain, discharged from the Louisiana Troops, and Pedro Jardelas, the name given for the father of
Pierre, b. ca. 1733, are all the same person - Alain Jardelat.

In the burial information for their son, Pierre, in 1798, it was noted that his parents, Pedro and Marie,
were "of Cape Corentin (?) in Brittiany, European France."

1762 marriage for Pierre Gerdella and Marie Sogny on p.63. Gerdella should be Jardelat and Sogny
should be Songy. Songy was Marie's name when she married, but she went by Languedoc in
subsequent records. Languedoc is most likely an alias, or "dit" name which was common among
French emigrants to North America. It is possible that she took the name Languedoc because she
came from that area of France. Songy seems to be the same as Saunier, Sonnier and Sogne.
